Marc Schweitzer made a motion to approve the nominations.  Joanie Klahr seconded and motion was unanimously approved.
· Budget: all requests for funds must be put in writing at least 10 days prior to funding.

Principal’s Update
· Supervision: next year there will be no crossing guards on Denker and Payne.  In addition we will go down to 2 lunch periods as to cut costs incurred by 3 lunch periods.  Teachers will do some supervision as well.

· Budget: the budget is better than previously thought and the district has added back some of the items that were cut.  The budget is still decreased, however, and there are still cuts to programs.  Tech match is no longer available from the district.

· Library: $3600 was raised from the cookbook fundraiser.

New Business

· Auction (2008-09): Barb Benedetto will chair this committee and is looking for a co-chair.  Brainstorming has already begun and we are aiming for a spring date.

· Spirit Wear: we are liquidating our current inventory.  A school-wide contest is taking place for a new design and there will be some new offerings next year.
· Accelerated Math: Ms. Schussel expressed thanks for the PFC’s support.  Students have finished the 5th grade library and the teachers would like to purchase the 6th grade library.  There is a one time cost of just under $2000.  The PFC would need to put this item on the agenda and cannot vote on it tonight.  Ink cartridges are $200, which should last all year.  It was suggested that the money from the recycled ink program could buy new cartridges for this program.

· Hospitality: the reception for Mrs. Brown and Ms. Klas is Friday 6/6 in the MPR from 3pm-4pm.

· Book Fair: Gross sales were $10,908 with $2508 going to the PFC.  We received $1000 in book credits which was used to fill the teacher’s wish lists.  Ice cream sold for Barton fundraising during the book fair raised $275.

· Movie Night: was a huge success.  We broke even (which was the intention) with 150 people in attendance.  A big thank you was given to Mike Serrano for all of his help with this event.

· Supply Kits: orders are coming in and we will receive a 6% rebate instead of a 5%.

· 5th Grade Celebration: the kids had a great time dancing and playing games.  The volunteers were most appreciated as were the donations received.

· Field Day: maps were made for teachers.  Students will be at each station for 11minutes.  Water and cups were donated.  We still need more volunteers.
· Yearbook: these were passed out beginning today.

· Treasurers Report:  we have $30,000 to start 2008-09, which includes finishing up this year with $20,000.
