I. Meeting came to order at 7:27 P.M.

II. Approval of June Minutes

a. Minutes approved with one correction; Book Fair was $5,487.34 gross revenue NOT $10,800 gross profit.

III. Announcements

a. PPIE liaison for Donlon is Marti Scalise.  The PPIE Culinary Dinner is September 30th.  Tickets are $50 each and available through Marti.  The school that sells the most tickets will receive a cash prize.
b. Proposed 2006-2007 PFC Budget was introduced by Renee Muller.
c. PTA California President Debbie Look will be presenting at the PFC General Meeting in November.  Debbie will address any questions or concerns the PFC might have about entertaining the idea of Donlon becoming a PTA.
d. E-Connection at Donlon—Mr. Schweitzer indicated that updates on e-connection will be sent out on Mondays.  He would like to see as many families as possible signed up for this.  Updates will begin on September 25th.

IV. Principal’s Address

a. Barton update – This program is fully supported by the Principal.  While the PFC is also fully supporting the idea, Mr. Schweitzer is working on finding other forms of funding to pay for the salary of the on-site facilitator.  Funding for this whole program continues to be our biggest obstacle. 
V. New Business

a. Sally Foster Giftwrap – Margo Tschirky presented the update for Sally Foster Giftwrap Fundraiser.  55% of sales will go directly to Donlon.  The PFC has earmarked these profits to supply the teachers with their Fall Grant money.  Each grade level will receive an ice cream incentive party (estimated at $175 for all levels).  The contract with Sally Foster also included a free 2007 Entertainment Book for each teacher.  Liz Ray has set-up a grand prize of a Nintendo DS and Lorri Young will be drafting a flyer to assist with on-line purchases.  Donlon receives 50% profit on all on-line sales as well.
b. Talent Show –A motion was made to add an encumbered line item to the PFC budget to house the monies from the Talent Show.  This line item will have a $0.00 balance.  All monies from the Talent Show will be required to be placed in this account.   Mrs. Sundberg’s class will be organizing the Talent Show as a classroom project.  Motion accepted.
